If your 

group can make a trip together, that’s fantastic! But if that’s not possible, you could have 

a group fundraiser (such as a bake sale or a group garage sale) to raise funds to donate. 

Embrace Teachers: Embrace Teachers enriches the lives of educators at seven schools in 

the Omaha Public School District by providing conference meals, classroom supplies, 

encouragement gifts and cards, and prayer.
